e The 2008 edition of the UPOC was passed by Derby City Council December 9, 2008.




e The 2009 Edition of the UPOC includes revisions of specific sections to remain current
with Kansas State Statutes.

Policy Considerations:
e Adoption of the 2009 Edition of the Uniform Public Offense Code (with amendments)
would bring Derby city ordinance in compliance with applicable Kansas statutes.

Recommendation:
Recommend adoption of the 2009 Uniform Public Offense Code with amendments.

would bring Derby city ordinance in compliance with applicable Kansas statutes.
